The Blaze fumbled their way to yet another loss on Friday night as the San Jose SaberCats
took advantage of every turnover and left the Blaze seeking again for their first win.

His 8 catches were enough fo keep in the league lead for
receptions for a 7™ straight week with a career season high 75 total receptions on the
season. J.J. McKelvey had a strong game for the second week in a row catching 8 passes
for 94 yards and 3 TDs. Huey Whittaker had 6 catches for 49 yards. Despite all of these
catches, the Blaze were held to a season low 212 total yards offense.
